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WHY INDIAISA REPUBLIC NATION

The term “republic” comes from the
Latin phrase ‘res publica’, which means
“public affair”. The term’s modern meaning
comes from the constitution of the ancient
Roman Republic which lasted from 509 BC
to 27 BC. It implies a government owned
by the people for their benefits instead of
the benefit of aruler or king. It consists of
various meaningsin itself, encompassing not
only democracy, but also authoritarian, a
noble cause and sovereignty.

When the representatives selected
by the citizens rule the state or nation, that
form of government iscalled arepublic. In
contemporary times, the idea behind the
republic is based upon the people’s
sovereignty, though it also followstherules
and regulations of the constitution. A
Republican government is a political
structure in which people have power and
authority. Any government which does not
follow a hereditary |eader comes under the
category of republic government. In
Republic government, most of the power and
authorities are concentrated in the citizen
body, not some primary authority or king.
By electing the representative, people
provide powers to leaders who represent
them and support the growth. However, the
role of the representativeis not just to help
afew people, but the whole nation. A well-
established Constitution of the nation
protectstherightsand freedom of the people
and people exercise the voting system to
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maintain this system. Both people and civic
bodies are responsible and accountable for
the stability and functioning of the
government system.

Why India is republic State?: India,
officially the Republic of Indiaisacountry
in South Asia which is the seventh-largest
country in the world by area and the most
populous country. Bounded by the Indian
Ocean onthesouth, the Arabian Sea onthd
southwest and the Bay of Bengal on the
southeast, it shares land borders
with Pakistan to the west; China, Nepal
and Bhutan tothenorthand Bangladesh ang
Myanmar to the east. In the Indian Ocean,
India is in the vicinity of Sri Lanka and
the Maldives; its Andaman and Nicobar
Islands share a maritime border with
Thailand, Myanmar and Indonesia. India
has a space programme with several
planned or completed extraterrestrial
missions. Indianmovies, music, and spiritual
teachings play an increasing role in global
culture. India has substantially reduced its
rate of poverty, though at the cost of
increasing economic inequality. India is
a nuclear-weapon statewhich rankshighin
military expenditure. India’s land
is megadiverse with four biodiversity
hotspots. India’s wildlife which has
traditionally been viewed with tolerance
in India’s culture is supported among these
forestsand elsewherein protected habitats.

The emerging urbanisation gave rise to
non-Vedic religiousmovements, two of which

becameindependent religions. Jainism came

into prominence during the life of its
exemplar Mahavira. Buddhism based on the
teachings of Gautama Buddha attracted
followers from all social classes excepting
the middle. In an age of increasing urban

wedlth, bothreligionsheldup renunciation as

an ideal and both established long-lasting

monastictraditions. The Sangamliterature of
the Tamil language reveals that, between
200 BCE and200 CE, the southern peninsula
was ruled by the Cheras, the Cholas and

the Pandyadynastiesthat traded extensively
with the Roman Empire and with West

and SoutheastAsia. InNorth India, Hinduism

asserted patriarchal control withinthefamily,
leading toincreased subordination of women.
By the4th to 15th centuries, variouskingdoms
and empires had created a complex system
of administration and taxation in the greater
Ganges Plain; this system became a model
for later Indian Political system. Classica
Sanskrit literature flowered as well, and

Indian science, astronomy, medicine,
and mathematics made significant advances.

India has been a federal republicsince
1950, governed through a democratic
parliamentary system, and has been the
world’s most populous democracy since the
time of itsindependencein 1947. But why it
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state? Answer to the question lies in the
preambl e of the constitution. The preamble
of the Indian Constitution says: “We, the
People Of India, having Solemnly Resolved
to Congtitute Indiainto a Sovereign Socialist
Secular Democratic Republic and to Secure
toAll itsCitizens: Justice, Socia, Economic
and Political; Liberty of Thought, Expression,
Belief, Faith and Worship; Equality of Status
and of Opportunity; and to Promote Among
Themall Fraternity Assuring the Dignity of
the Individual and the Unity and Integrity of
theNation; In Our Constituent Assembly this
Twenty-Sixth Day of November, 1949, do
hereby Adopt, Enact and Giveto Ourselves
this Constitution”. It means

+ Sovereignty: The Indian state has
supreme and independent authority. This
means that the Indian government has
thefinal decision-making power within
itsterritorial boundaries, and that India
is not subject to control or interference
by any external power.

+ Saocial justice: The Constitution aims
to create a society without
discrimination based on caste, creed,
gender, religion or any other grounds.

+ Economic justice: No one should be
discriminated against based on their
wealth, income, or economic status.

+ Pdlitical justice: All peopleshould have
anequd, freeandfair right to participate
inpolitical opportunities.
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+ Liberty: The Preamble guarantees
liberty to every person of India which
includesfreedom of thought, expression,
belief, faith and worship.

With therecognition of IndiaasRepublic
State, thefour principlesof the preamble are
the pillars of the Indian Republican Stateand
these are more essential in building the
country freefrom further colonization.

Liberty

The term ‘liberty’ means the absence of
restraintsontheactivitiesof individuals, aong
with providing opportunities for individual
growth and devel opment.

+  The Preamble seeks to secure for all
citizensthefundamental rightsof liberty
of thought, expression, belief, faith and
worship which are enforceable in a
court of law.

+ Liberty, as conceived by the Preamble
is not absolute, but qualified. It means
that liberty does not mean ‘license’ to
do whatever onelikes. Instead, it hasto
be enjoyed within the limitations
mentioned in the Constitution.

Equality

The term ‘equality’ means the absence of
special privilegesfor any section of society
and the provision of adequate opportunities
for dl individua swithout any discrimination.

+  ThePreamble securesfor al citizens of
Indiaequality of statusand opportunity
inthreedimensions:

+ Civic Equality — The Fundamental
Rights under the Right to Equality
(Article 14-18) seek to ensure civil
equality.

+ Political Equality = The two
provisionsof the Constitution related to
elections, as mentioned in Article 325
andAvrticle 326, seek to ensure palitical
equality.

+ Economic Equality — The Directive
Principlesof State Policy asmentioned
inArticle 39, directsthe state to secure
men’s and women’s equal rights to an
adequate means of livelihood alongwith
equal pay for equal work. This seeks
to ensure economic equality.

Fraternity

The term “fraternity” emphasizes the
importance of fostering a sense of
brotherhood and unity among all citizens.

+  The Preamble declares that fraternity
has to assure two things—the dignity
of the individual and the unity and
integrity of the nation.

+  The phrase ‘dignity of theindividual’
signifies that the Constitution ensures
material betterment and recognizes
every person’s sacred individuality.

+  The phrase ‘unity and integrity of the
nation’ embraces both the
psychological and territorial dimensions
of national integration. It aims at
overcoming hindrances to national
integration like communalism,
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regionalism, casteism, linguism,
secessionism, and so on.

Justice

The term ‘justice’ signifies the commitment
of the Indian state to ensure social,
economic, and political justice for al its
citizens.

¢

Social justice— It refers to the equal
treatment of all citizens regardless of
s0cid distinctionslike caste, colour, race,
religion, gender etc. It means the
absence of privilegesfor any particular
groupin society andimproving conditions
of Backward Classes (SCs, STs, and
OBCs) and Women.

Economic justice — It denotes non-
discrimination between people based on
economic factors. It aso involves the
elimination of inequalities in income,
wealth, and property.

Political justice— It implies that all
citizensshould have equd political rights,
equal accessto all political officesand
equal voicein the government.

Just like India’s Independence Day,
Republic Day is one of India’s greatest
successes and achievements. It isone of the
reasonswhy the people of Indiacan practice
their democratic rights and responsibilities.
One must remember the sacrifices made by
our freedom fighters to build a nation that
we can call home.

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MAHA KUMBH MELA

MahaKumbh Mela (Sanskrit : 3

“Festival Of The Sacred Pitcher” is an
important Hindu pilgrimage, celebrated

approximately every 4 or 12 years, correlated

withthepartial or full revolution of Jupiter.

It isthe largest peaceful gathering of people
intheworld. Aritual dipinthewatersmarks
the festival. It is also a celebration of
community commerce with numerousfairs,
education, religious discourses by saints,
mass gatherings of monks, and entertainment.
The seekersbelievethat bathingintheseriver
is a means to prayadcitta (atonement,
penance, restorative action) for past
mistakes, and that it cleanses them of their
sins. In many parts of India, similar but
smaller community pilgrimage and bathing
festivals are called the MaghaMela, Makar
Melaor equivalent. Other places where the
Magha-Mela or Makar-Mela bathing
pilgrimage and fairshave been called Kumbh
Mela include Kurukshetra, Rajim,
Mahamaham (Tamil Nadu), Sonipat, and
Panauti (Nepal). For example, in Tamil Nadu,
the Magha Mela with water-dip ritual is a
festival of antiquity, and thisfestival isheld

at the Mahamaham tank (near Kaveri river)

every 12 years at Kumbakonam, attracting
millionsof Hindus.

Before 1858, the name “Kumbh” was
applied only to the 12th occurrence of an
annua mela inHaridwar during April or May.
In Allahabad (now Prayagra)), therewas an

annual Magh Mela in January or February

that had found mention in Hindu texts,
including Tulsidas’s Ramcharitmanas. The
Haridwar mela had been riven by violence,
especialy by armed Akhara groups. In1796,
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during East IndiaCompany rule inlIndia, the
violence in Haridwar’s Kumbh had taken
500 lives and a British armed unit with
cannon had tobecalledinto stemit. In 1858,
after the Indian Rebellion of 1857 had been
suppressed and the British Raj instituted,
Allahabad had become the capital of North-
Western Provinces and Oudh. Uncertain
about their placein the new political order,
the Pragwals, or members of thetraditional
priest castes at Allahabad’s Sangam sought
to have some latitude for their profession
and proposed the idea of an organised
pilgrimage with British surveillance. The
British came to accept thisin part because
of lingering pre-1857 notions of their
patronising anidealised Hinduism. Thefirst
Kumbh MelainAllahabad was organisedin
1870 with British supervision. By 1870, an
adequate beginning had been madeinlaying
a train network in India, which madetravel
over longer distanceseasier. Theweeksover
which thefestival isobserved cycleat each
site approximately once every 12
years based on the Hindu luni-solar
calendar and the relative astrological
positions of Jupiter, the sun and the moon.
The difference between Prayag and
Haridwar festivals is about 6 years, and
both feature a Maha (major) and Ardha
(half) Kumbh Melas. The exact years —
particularly for the Kumbh Melasat Ujjain
and Nashik —have been a subject of dispute
in the 20th century. The Nashik and Ujjain
festivals have been celebrated in the same
year or one year apart, typically about 3
years after the Prayagraj Kumbh Mela. The

Kumbh Melas have three dates around
which the significant majority of pilgrims
participate, while the festival itself lasts
between one and three months around this
date. Each festival attracts millions, with
the largest gathering at the Prayag Kumbh
Mela and the second largest at Haridwar.
According to the Encyclopaedia Britanica

and Indian authorities, morethan 200 million
Hindus gathered for the Kumbh Mela in
2019, including 50 million on the festival’s
most crowded day. The festival is one of
the largest peaceful gatherings intheworld,
and considered as the “world’s largest
congregation of religious pilgrims”. It
has been inscribed on the UNESCO’s
Representative List of Intangible Cultural
Heritage of Humanity. The festival is
observed over many days, with the day
of Amavasya attracting the largest number
onasingleday. Accordingto official figures,
thelargest one-day attendance at the Kumbh
Melawas 30 million on 10 February 2013
and 50 million on 4 February 2019.

Many Historical originsarerelated tothe
Maha Kumbh Mela. A pot (kumbha)
containing Amrita was one of the creative
products of the Samudra Manthana legend
inancient Hindutexts. Many Hindusbelieve
that the Kumbh Mela originated in times
immemorial and is attested in the Hindu
Puranas about Samudra Manthana (lit.
churning of the ocean) found inthe Puranas.
Historians, in contrast, reject these claims
asnone of theancient or medieval eratexts
that mention the SamudraManthanalegend
ever linkitto a “mela” or festival. According
to Giorgio Bonazzoli, ascholar of Sanskrit
Puranas, these are anachronistic expla
nations, an adaptation of early legendsto a
later practice by a “small circle of

adherents” who have sought the roots of a
highly popular pilgrimage and festival.
Bathing and processions, Bathing, or adip
in the river waters, with a prayer, is the
central ritual of the Kumbh Melas for all
pilgrims. Traditionally, on Amavasya — the
most cherished day for bathing — the Hindu
pilgrims welcome and wait for the thirteen
sadhu akharas to bathe first. This event —
called Shahi Snan or Raj Yogi Snan - is
marked by acelebratory processiona march,
with banners, flags, elephants, horses and
musicians along with the naked or
scantily clad monks, some smeared
with Bhasma (ashes). These monastic
institutions come from different parts of
India, and have aparticular emblem symbol
and deity (Ganesha, Dattatreya, Hanuman,
etc.). The largest contingent is the Juna
akhara, traced to Adi Shankara, representing
a diverse mix from the four of the largest
Hindu monasteries in India with their
headquarters at Sringeri, Dwarka,
Jyotirmatha and Govardhana. The
Mahanirbani and Niranjani arethe other large
contingents, and each akhara has their own
lineage of saintsand teachers. Large crowds
gather in reverence and cheer for this
procession of monks. Once these monks
have taken the dip, the festival day opens
for bathing by the pilgrimsfromfar and near
the site. The bathing ritual by the pilgrims
may be aided by a Prayagwal priest or
maybe a simple dip that is private. When
aided, the rituals may begin with  mundan
(shaving of head), prayers with offerings
such as flowers, sindhur (vermilion), milk
or coconut, along with the recitation of
hymns with shraddha (prayers in the
honour of one’s ancestors). More elaborate
ceremonies include a ygjna (homa) led by
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a priest. After these river-side rituas, the
pilgrimthentakesadip inthewater, stands
up, prays for a short while, then exits the
river waters.

Many then proceed to visit old Hindu
temples near the site. The motivations for
the bathing ritual are several. The most
significant is the belief that the tirtha
(pilgrimage) to the Kumbh Mela sites and
then bathing in these holy rivers has
a salvific value, moksha — a means to
liberation from the cycle of rebirths
(samsara). The pilgrimage is also
recommended in Hindu texts to those who
have made mistakes or sinned, to repent for
their errors and as a means of préyalcitta
(atonement, penance) for these mistakes.
Pilgrimage and bathingin holy riverswitha
motivation to do penance and asameansto
self-purify has Vedic precedents and is
discussed in the early dharma literature of
Hinduism. For example, in the epic
Mahabharata, the king Yudhisthira is
described to bein astate full of sorrow and
despair after participating in the violence of
the great war that killed many. He goesto a
saint, who adviseshimto go on apilgrimage
to Prayag and bathe in the river Ganges as
a means of penance.

Feasts, festivitiesand discussions; Some
pilgrims walk considerable distances and
arrive barefoot, as a part of their religious
tradition. Most pilgrims stay for aday or two,
but some stay the entire month
of Magh during the festival and live an
austere life during the stay. They attend
spiritua discourses, fast and pray over the
month, and these Kumbh pilgrims are
called kalpavasis. Thefestival siteisstrictly
vegetarian by tradition, as violence against
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animalsis considered unacceptable. Many
pilgrims practice partial (one meal a day)
or full vrata (day-long fasting), and some
abstain from elaborate meals. These ritual
practices are punctuated by celebratory
feasts where the vast number of people sit
in rows and share a community meal —
mahaprasada — prepared by volunteers
from charitable donations. By tradition,
families and companies sponsor these anna
dana (food charity) events, particularly for
the monks and the poor pilgrims. The
management has established multiplefood
stalls, offering delicacies from different
states of India. Other activities at the mela
include religiousdiscussions (pravachan),
devotional singing (kirtan), and religious
assemblieswhere doctrinesare debated and
standardised (shastrartha). The festival
grounds also feature a wide range of
cultural spectacles over the month of
celebrations. These include kalagram
(venues of kala, Indian arts), laser light
shows, classical dance and musical
performancesfrom different parts of India,
thematic gatesreflecting the historic regiona
architectural diversity, boat rides, tourist
walksto historic sitesnear theriver, aswell
opportunitiesto visit the monastic campsto
watch yogaadepts and spiritual discourses.

Darshan or the act of sacred viewing,
holds immense significance at the Kumbh
Mela. Pilgrims undertake this journey to
experience the profound religious and
cultural essence of the event. Two key
groups central to the Kumbh Mela are the
Sadhus (Hindu ascetics) and the pilgrims.
Through their dedicated yogic practices,
Sadhus embody the transient nature of life
and play avital rolein connecting the spiritual
and the mundane. Sadhus attend the Kumbh
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Mela to engage with the broader Hindu
community, offering the opportunity for
devotees to partake in darshan. This
interaction allows pilgrims to seek spiritual
guidance and advice. Darshan emphasises
a visual exchange—a divine connection
where worshippers symbolically “drink” the
deity’s power through sight. The Kumbh
Mela is structured into camps, facilitating
accessto Sadhusfor Hindu worshippers. The
darshan experienceisintegral to the Kumbh
Méla, and worshippersapproachit with great
reverence, ensuring they do not inadvertently
offend thereligious sanctity of the moment.
Interactions with Sadhus are highly
respectful, with devotees often leaving
offerings at their feet as tokens of devotion
and gratitude.

Several stampedes have occurred at the
sites related to the Kumbh Melas. After an
1820 stampede at Haridwar killed 485 people,
the Company government took extensive
infrastructure projects, including the
congtructionof new ghats and road widening,
to prevent further stampedes. The various
Kumbh melas, in the 19th- and 20th century
witnessed sporadic stampedes, each tragedy
leading to changesin how theflow of pilgrims
to and from the river and ghats was
managed. In amajor crowd crush, over 500
people died in the 1954 Kumbh Mela
stampede, although the real figure varies
according to different sources. In 1986, 50
peoplewerekilledin astampede. The Prayag
Kumbh Mela in 1885 became a source of
scandal when aMuslim named Husain was
appointed asthe Kumbh Melamanager, and
Indian newspaper reports stated that Husain
had “organised a flotilla of festooned boats
for the pleasure of European ladies and
gentlemen, and entertained them with
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dancing girls, liquor and beef” as they
watched the pilgrims bathing. The Kumbh
Mela held in Haridwar in 2021 was
considered a COVID-19 super spreader,
contributing to increased cases
in Uttarakhand and India, asthe number of
pilgrimsvigiting theareagrew and numerous
health guidelines were violated. As the
second wave was increasing infections in
India, calls to cancel the festival were
rejected by the state and central government
that assured thefestival wasclean and safe.
In January 2025, at least 50 people died and
100 otherswereinjured in the stampede at
the Maha Kumbh venue in Prayagraj, and
Amrit Snan was temporarily suspended. It
was announced that ajudicial enquiry by a
three-member committee would be
conducted, led by Justice Harsh
Kumar. Media investigations have
suggested a higher number of fatalitiesand
apotential coverup.

Despite the challenges and losses that
come with the Maha Kumbh Mela, this
gathering stands as an unwavering beacon
of hope and rejuvenation for countless
Hindusandfollowersof Hinduism. Religion,
often crafted by human handsto believein
the seemingly impossible, provides a
sanctuary from vulnerability, offering a
foundation of hope, love, and compassion.
Stripped of this spiritual framework,
humanity faces chaos. Let us embrace the
Maha Kumbh Mela, not just as a moment
to pray for a better existence and future
ambitions, but as aprofound union of souls
and energies that transcends visible
boundaries. It is a transformative festival,
where words fall silent and purposeful
actions resonate with the essence of unity
andinspiration.
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ANGKOR WAT..!

Thisisoneworld'slargest most stunning
religiousmonument intheworld. Itislocated
in Angkor, in Cambodia’s northern province
of Siem Reap, is one of the most important
archaeological sites of South-east Asia.the
angkor which was once the capital of the
Khmer Empire 9th to the 15 th century, a
period that is considered asthe classical era
of cambodian history. Theterm' Angkor wat
"' means ' city of temples ' in khmer. This
monumental temple complex sitsamidst for-
ests and farmland, north of the Tonle Sap
(Great Lake) and south of the Kulen Hills.

TheTempleisnoted for itsGrand sizeand
architectural beauty asit covers and area of
over 160 hectares. Thisbuiltintheearly 12th
century during thekhmer Empire. Thetemple
is commissioned by the King Suryavarman
Il of the Khmer Empire as a vast funerary
templeand hisstatetemple. It comprisesmore
than athousand buildings.

All of theoriginal religious motifsderived
fromHinduism, and the templewas dedicated
tothegod Vishnu. Thefive central towers of
Angkor Wat symbolize the peaks of Mount
Meru, which according to Hindu mythol ogy
isthe dwelling place of the gods. The moun-
tain is said to be surrounded by an ocean,
and the complex’s enormous moat suggests
the oceans at the edge of the world. A 617-
foot (188-meter) bridge allows accessto the
site. Thetempleisreached by passing through
three galeries, each separated by a paved
walkway. The temple walls are covered
with bas-relief sculptures of very high qualty
representing Hindu gods and ancient
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Khmer scenes as well as scenes from the
Mahabharata and the Ramayana.

After the Cham people of modern-day
Vietnam sacked Angkor in 1177, King
Jayavarman VI decided that the Hindu gods
had failed him. When he built anew capital
nearby, Angkor Thom, he dedicated it to
Buddhism. There after, Angkor Wat became
aBuddhist shrine, and many of its carvings
and statues of Hindu deities were replaced
by Buddhist art.

The temple is a vast, three-dimensional
mandal a, mirroring the structure of the Hindu
and Buddhist cosmological universes.there
are someinteresting facts about thistemple
that follows:

* Westward Orientation: Unlike most Khmer
temples, Angkor Wat faces west.

* Bas-Rdliefs:the carvings arevisudly stun-
ning, their exact narrative structure and
purpose are still debated. Some scholars
suggest thereliefswereintended to legiti-
mize the king's rule and connect him to
thedivine, whileothersbelievethey served
asaform of religious education.

* Water Management System: Angkor Wat's
complex network of moats, cands, andres-
ervoirswascrucia for irrigation and trans-
portation.

* Construction Techniques:
The sheer scale of Angkor Wat, built with
millions of stones transported and as-
sembled without modern machinery.

* Defensive Structures:
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While some features like wall-top holes
and gateway spaces suggest defensive el -
ements, there's no concrete evidence of
Angkor Wat ever being a fortress. The
purpose of these featuresis still debated,
with some suggesting they were used for
temple defense while others propose al-
ternative explanations.

In the early 15th century Angkor was
abandoned. Still, * Theravada* Buddhist
monks maintained Angkor Wat, which re-
mained animportant pilgrimage site and con-
tinued to attract European visitors. Angkor
Wat was “rediscovered” by explorer *Henri
Mouhot* after the French colonia regime
was established in 1863.

In 1992 the Angkor complex, which in-

cluded Angkor Wat, wasdesignated a*World
Heritage site by UNESCO* and wasimme-
diately addedto thelist of World Heritagein
Danger. In the ensuing years, restoration
effortsincreased, and Angkor was removed
from the danger list in 2004. Today Angkor
Wat isone of the most important pilgrimage
shrinesin Southeast Asiaand apopular tour-
ist attraction. The temple complex appears
on the Cambodian flag.

Thus the angkor wat is the one of great
cultural wonders of the world. And it em-
bodies the Splendor and The legacy of the
khmer Empire.

He completed hisschooling at the presti-
gious Campion School in Mumbai and later
moved to the United Statesto pursue higher
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studies. After graduating from Cornell Uni-
versity with a degree in Architecture and
Structural Engineeringin 1962, Tataworked
briefly inthe U.S. before returning to India
tojointhe Tatagroup.

One inspiring incident from the history
of Ratan Tata comes from his time in the
U.S. As a student at Cornell, Ratan faced
financial difficulties and had to work part-
timejobs to make ends meet. Heworked as
awaiter and even washed dishesto support
his studies. This experience taught him the
value of hard work and humility, two quali-
ties that would define his leadership style
laterinlife.

Beforehejumpinto leadershiproles, he
began working on the shop floor at Tata
Steel, one of the group’s oldest companies.
His leadership approach in later years was
impacted by thispractical experience, which
allowed him to completely understand the
specifics of the company.

Asapart ofthe Tata family, Ratan Tata
had to prove his capabilities. But hisinitial
yearswerefilled with tough challenges, in-
cluding the company’s slow growth during
the 1970s and 1980s. But Tata never backed
down. He introduced bold reforms and in-
novative strategiesthat ultimately brought a
wave of modernity into the group.

Tata’s history came from as a worker at
Tata Steel. He was placed in alower-level
job, despite being amember of the Tatafam-
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ily. On one occasion, when he was work-
ing on the factory floor, a senior worker
approached him and said, “I hope you don’t
think you’ll just walk into a director’s of-
fice from here.”

This comment was a reflection of the
disbelief many held about Ratan Tata’s abil-
ity to lead the Tata Group in the future.In
1991 he becamethe chairman of Tatagroup
of companies.he had avision onethat would
take the Tata Group beyond India’s bor-
dersand into the global marketplace.Under
hisleadership, the group expanded signifi-
cantly, acquiring internationally renowned
companies like Tetley Tea, Jaguar Land
Rover, and Corus Steel. Tata Group ac-
quired Tetley Teafor $430 millionin 2000,
and by 2008, it purchased Jaguar Land
Rover for $2.3 billion. During this period,
Tata’s revenues were in the billions, reflect-
ing its strong market position. These moves
were bold, signaling Tata’s ambition to po-
sition Indian businessesonthe global stage.
Today, the TataGroup operatesin over 100
countriesand isamajor player inindustries
ranging from steel and automobilestotele-
communications and information technol -
ogy.

Despite these successes, The Ratan
Tata history says he remained a humble
|eader, focusing on peoplerather than prof-
its. Hebelieved in empowering employees,
listening to their ideas, and fostering inno-
vation across the group. This phase of the
life story of Ratan Tataisalesson in lead-
ership, perseverance, and thinking big.

Oneof themost inspiring and bold moves
in the Ratan Tata history was the creation
of the Tata Nano, the world’s cheapest car.
Launched in 2008, the Nano was arevolu-

tionary ideaaimed at making car ownership
affordable for millions of middle-classIndi-
ans. For Tata, this wasn’t just a business
decision; it was a personal mission to fulfill
the dreams of Indian families.Though the
Nano didn’t achieve commercial success
because it was advertised as the cheapest
car, it remains a testament to Ratan Tata’s
determination to create solutionsfor the com-
mon man, showcasing his belief in making
dreams come true.The life story of Ratan
Tata is a lesson for aspiring entrepreneurs
and dreamersyet thereis no official autobi-
ography of Ratan Tata.

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WONDERWORLD OUT OFAGRI-WASTE

Nowadays huge amount of
agriculture waste is noticed in the form of
plant fiber. These fibersif tapped correctly
have huge potential intheir application. They
can be harnessed well in various industries
and can have great val ue addition. By using
these fibers with sawdust, one of the major
wastes produced in wood industries with
cornstarch can lead into the preparation of
value-added products such as crockeries,
containers, pens, soles of sandals etc. By
using unused banana stem fibers, handles
of crockeries, containers and straps of
sandals can be prepared. Weeds are
particularly significant in agriculture. The
growth of weeds in fields cause major loss
inyields. Theseweeds areloaded with high
fiber content and can be converted into
paper, cardboards and packaging materials.
These products are imbibed with the fast-
germinating seedswhich when discarded will
germinate and hel p in the carbon fixation.

Agri Wastes such as coconut fibers,
peels of arecanut, banana stem fibers and
sawdust were collected and dried in the hot
sunlight. Dried fibers were ground into
powder and mixed with the corn starch. The
mixture was spread into various moulds.
Whiledrying, tiny seedssuch as Tulsi seeds
were sprinkled over the moulds. Weedslike
Bahama grass, congress weeds and wild
ragi were collected, dried and then chopped
into pieces. These fibers were boiled with
0.25N KOH solution and pul p was prepared.
Pulp was diluted with water and a small
amount of cornstarch was added. By using
the paper mould, paper was prepared and
dried. The unwanted solution which is

collected in the above process was boiled
to the consistency of the ink. Ink was
prepared by the unwanted discarding
solution.

The outcome of our present work
highlighted that any of the agri wastes,
weeds and sawdust are the major source of
cellulose and has a potential to become
important raw materials for value added
products. Imbibed seeds will help in the
carbon fixation. Biodegradable seed
dispersal and zero wastage products can be
prepared by simpleprocessingwith very less
water, energy and cost-free materials. It has
the great potential to create employment
opportunitieson amassive scale. Itimproves
the economic status of the rural people and
can contribute a major share of the countries’
industrial output.

From our project we have discovered
that huge amount of agriculture wastes and
weeds are produced. Currently its use is
limited. These fibers have potential
applications in various industries and can
have greater value addition. Commonly agri
wastes and weeds are flooded in the field
for decomposition. This process increases
methane liberation. These weeds and
agriculture wastes have high cellulose
content and can be used to prepare value
added products by simple processing.

Traditional methods of paper use, wood,
bamboo and trees lead to deforestation,
globa warming and imbalancein nature. But
agriculture wastes and weeds are utilized
for the production of paper, cardboards,
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packaging materials, cups, plates and other
Crockeries. Simple processing of theseweeds
and agri wastes can be utilized to increase
value addition and minimize the dependence
and destruction of forest for paper and other
products.

» Plant biomass can be easily converted to
value addition materials, by cost free
materials, less water and energy.

* Imbibing seedswiththeseproductswill help
in the carbon fixation by reducing the

amount of carbon dioxide and methane
produced during the decomposition
process.

» After disposal, these seedswill germinate
anywhere and increase the aesthetic
value by greeneries.

* Processing can be done as cottage
industry and small-scale industry by
which it increases economic growth and
self-reliance of local people and
empowersdomestic industries.
